5.[1413] Insurance — Col. Pereira

16 years old equals adult. Any adult or 12-15 year old that goes on to the battlefield cost $10.
Children are $3. [RH-we have talked about this and I’ve shared an email outlining the cost. Our
Insurance with Morton’s Battery runs thru May 2011. As discussed at our Annual meeting it is
my intention to allow that to laps due to the fact that the new ANV insurance (via a Traveler’s
Ins. Co. {A++ rating}) will cover us for ALL our Company events. Note: this year’s Insurance
for our Company came to $126 using ANV. The Ins. with Morton’s runs about $440 and we paid
half or $220 plus last year we paid some Ins. money to the ANV. Will it change again in the
future? That we will just have to wait and see.]

6.[1428] Authenticity - Col. Pereira

Research the RHs in 1861 — we need to be neat and new looking. Not recommending going out
and buying new uniforms. Items like eyeglasses, shoes and watches should take the highest
priority. Look the part as seen from 15 feet away. Those going to 150" Manassas — checkout
their Web site for the “rules” of what will be allowed and what will not. Work on “sensitivity.”

Hard to do and not recommended at most events to do 1% person impressions. 3" person works
best “they did . . .” While we are trying to portray the 1860s we still need to be sensitive
{politically correct — hate that phrase}especially to our language and the words we use.
