RICHMOND HOWITZERS
were founded in 1859 by George Wyeth
Randolph, the grandson of Thomas Jef-
ferson. This artillery unit was known as
Company ‘H’, 1st Virginia Regiment
upon its incorporation into the Virginia
militia system. When the Civil War
broke out they became part of the Con-
federate States’ Ar-
my and grew into a
battalion of three
companies by 1861.
Serving with Gen-
eral Robert E. Lee
and the Army of
Northern Virginia,
the elite Richmond
Howitzers distinguished themselves in
all the major battles of the War.

Our modern-day re-enactment group was or-
ganized on November 9th, 1998, with members
from Connecticut, Rhode Island, and Massachu-
setts. A family-oriented group, you will be able
to find the members of the “Howitzers” training,
marching, and otherwise chasing Yankees at
many events through the season. Membership in
